President Presents Arguments
Pointing Out Economy of
Summer Session

The request of the Board of High-
er Educatior for ihe transfer of funds
to operate the Sununer Session was
put off for further discns<ion at an
exdoutive session of the Committee of
the Whole of the Board of stimate
to be heid on May 16,

The terse command of Mayor Q’-
Brien to, “Call the roll on a motion to
put over for two weeks discussion on
the question  at cxecntive session”
concluded a  heated  debate between
the Mayor and President Robinson,
during which the President ably de-
fended himself from the irrelevant at-
tacks of Mr. O'Brien.

Robingon Makes Plea

Before the Secretary of the Board
had finished reading that section of
the Board’s dalendar which introduced
'the subject, Mr. Stuart Brown, presi-
ident of the United Real Estate Or-
ganization, excitedly jumped to his
feet and begar to dennunce any fur-
ther  requests  for  appropriations.
President Robinson then rose and in
a logmical, clear—ut fashion, patiently
proceeded to explain that the funde
which he wished transferred were not
[ derived at the nublic’s expense. “Thig
is nod taxpayers’ money,” the Presi-
dent stated, ‘but a residue which the
Board of IHigher Fducation accumula-
ted prior to the McCall Act.” “Last
summer,” he continued, “12,489 stu-
denits attended the Summer Session,
wihich is an inltegral part of the odn-
cationtl system. Tt costs the city only
one-half as much for cach hour in the
Summer as compared with the regu-
lar session.”

Robinson Explaing Savings
The President then explained, in re-

‘that the saving conld be rade because
of decreased maini-nanc: expens:s,
and smaller salaries paid to instruct-
ors in the summér. Tt would be good
financial policy on the part of the
city to permit the opening of the
Smmmer Session,

Mavor O'Prien then asked why i
President Robinson was in favor of
economy, he had registered his op-
position with the Gdovernor in regard
to a bill sponsored by the City Ad-
ministration (The Pratt Bill repealing
the statute making it mandatory for
the City to provide funds fot the City
Collepe).

Despite any psychological disad-
vantage presented by Steele Savage's
>illustrations, Lione! Houser has man-
aged to give us a fairly interesting
story which at times reaches real
moments of enjoyment. Possessing
two virtues—uniqueness and interest-
“Lake of Fire” c¢an be recommended
to those who want to read of Burma,
Narrapatee,* the Irrawaddy River, the
men who fell in love with a pair of
women’s legs and the Johanna Jones.

After spending'a year or so travel-
ing around the world, Norris Hal-
dorn receives a message that his best
iriend is dying. In order to get
away from his fiancee (Night Gam-
bier), Haldorn enlists the - aid of a
‘coke fiend who is his spitten image,
Ed Blackburn. Blackburn, after find-
ing all that is necessary to imperson-
ate Norris Haldorn, attacks his em-
ployer. After a few months spent
recuperating in the lovely arms of
Narrapatee (the realization of an
opium dream), Haldorn comes around
to lLis senses and realizes that Black-
burn, posing as Norris Faldorn, has
run away with his girl, his money,
his name, his yacht, and his future.
Haldorn jilts his bhrown mistress at
the altar and goes to America.

In America, he learns that Black-
burn has been killed. From thea on,
Haldorn, forced to go under the name
of Stoner, searches for Blackbura’s
murderer, During the course of his
investigation, he meots Hymie who,
being a racketeer without iegs, has
built himself a pair of stone ones.
(Hymie isn’t satisfied with them once
he sces Night Gambier’s. From then
on, he goes after hers. At one time
he sees someone on the floor and
thinking that it is Night he cuts off
the legs. But it was only a hijacker.)

Night meets her old boy friend off
and on and even gets lost at sea with
him but she never recognizes him.
Of course, Norris solves the mys-
tery.  So what's left for him to do
but hitch up and go back to good, soft
Narrapatee.

The book provides quick, light
reading. The reviewer finished it in
two hours. It often boasts of mar-
velous description. “Lake of Fire” is
a weird story that is startling for no
other reason than its ghastliness.
