Libe_rtarians come to City

During ‘my tenure at City,

four years 1 remember fondly, 1
had some telling expertences with
diverse student clubs—ard read
in the pages of The Campus so
much besides—which caused me
to re-examine the whole kit and
caboodle. I'd like to take this
space to share my thoughts with
you.

There seem to be five perva-
sive ills affecting student organi-
zations. First, the members of
some clubs share no common
bond, no cohesive interests to
draw them together. They do un-
derstand, however, that any

group of students can incorporate

and by doing so receive a portion
of the student fees. They are also
aware that this allocation must be
entively expended. Thus it was
that I was destined to sit through
a two-hour meeting of a eampus
honor society where the only to-
pic of discussion was how to dis-
pose of the generous sum we'd
been allocated. This was a real
problem indeed, and the debate
would still be raging had it not
been decided to expend it allona
grand party at the home of a stu-
dent leader.

Second, the leadership of
some clubs sees no value at all in
the provisions of their duly filed
charters. In one twenty-person
organization with a charter man-
dating annual elections, several
successive presidents saw fit to
appont their successors. When I
suggested to an officer that this
should not be, I was asked if I
would prefer the secretariat or
the treasury; “Private life,” I re-
plied. Of course, nobody really
cares enough to take recourse; af-

‘ter all, the monies are just there.

Of course, there is an amaz-
ingly simple answer to all this-the
message of the New Libertarian
Right. Why not limit the student
fees to covering just those items
which are truly, as we say in
economics, public goods: the stu-
dent center, media, and athletics;
maybe we'd grant a piddling sum
to the student senates, too, for
their advisory value. All other
student organizations would be
funded solely by membership dol-
lars. With the money returned to
student pockets, it would be up to
the individual whether or not to
form, participate in, and pay dues
to any club.

Shop Steward ,‘hot bitter

Notice how this simple mea-
sure cures all ills. First, clubs
whose members share no common
bond would quickly dissolve; their
raison d’etre has been removed.
Second, when the membership
must pay dues, officers will either
be elected or maintain a consen-
sus or shouts of taxation without
representation will be heard.
And, if members are sufficiently
dissatisfied with their leadership
or with the way their money is
spent, they may simply withdraw
along with their financial backing
and a valuable lesson. Third, the
cost student activities will be pro-
portional to use. But because the
overhead will be reduced, the stu-
dent who takes average advan-
tage of these activities will still
pay less in dues than the amount
he saves in fees. Last, the distri-
bution of student funds is done
naturally, not artificially; the
most popular clubs—both in num-
bers and intersity—will receive
the most. I suggested these appli-
cations of free market economics
and zero-based government some
time ago to the Dean of Students.
That was the time for truth. The
time for actionis now.

Select Commiittee to Study
College’s Mission

Last Wednesday, Acting
President Arthur Tiedemann set
up a Select Committee to study
the Mission and Organization of
the college. The mission is to co-
ordinate the colige with the prop-
oséd three-year plan presented to
the Board of Trustees by Chan-
cellor Kibbee and also will at-
tempt to examine options opento

the college in the 1980's after such -

considerations as changing enroll-
ment, student interest and career
needs are taken into account.

Tiedemann also raised the
questions brought out in a letter
from Paul Veillette (Division of
the Budget) to Chancellor Kibbee
that talked about the mission of
City College. “It is unclear. . .
to us whether it is the College’s
intentionto retaina major empha-
sis on a comprehensive liberal
arts program with associated pro-
fessional schools or whether, in
contrast, serious consideration
might be given to restructuring
its mission statement with the
primary emphasis on a series of
strong professional schools with
the quality of a strong liberal arts
dimension.”

The commissionis charged to
report its  recommenclations
by February 1, 1951 and 'Iede-
mann will then consult with rep-
resentatives of the faculty staff
and student body about the re-
commendations and any modiftea-
tion that may be suggested.

USS passes first budget

f.ast Sunday the University
Student Senate passed its first
budget since tuition was imposed
on CUNY. Lenny Shine, USS
President, said it was “the culmi-
nation of a 2 year etfort to bring
accountability and responsibility
to the Senate. A lot of the credit
belongs to the new delegates
who've worked. so hard this
term.”

The budget provides for ve-
duced stipends to the Vice Chair-
men of the Senate, from $400 to

$200 a month and reduces the

President’s stipend from $700 to
3600 a month, The President had
previously taken a voluntary re-

"duction from $800 to the $700

figure. The budget was passed by
a large majority and the querum
of 22 represented one of the lar-
gest attendances of the year.

Supé)lemental budget to
fund Italian-American Insti-
tute

The legislature voted to fund
$600,000 to the Italian-American
Institute, a guidance counselling
service that provides carcer coun-
selling to Italian descendents
within the CUNY system at a lo-
cation across from Queens Col-
lege.

The program represents the
culmination of years of lobbying
on the part of Italian-Americans

- to achieve “parity” with other

ethnic groups within the Univer-
sity. Compared to other ethnic
groups, Italian-Americans have
traditionally been under repre-
sented in educational positions in
New York City.

New York State Supplimen-
tal Budget Ignores Comtmuni-
ity Colleges

Last week, the state legisla-
ture passed a supplemental bud-
get that did not include additional
furding for New York City Com-
munity Colleges. According to
University Student Senate Presi-
dent Lenny Shine, the absence of
action by the Governor and the
legislature “shows once again the
lack of committment to public
higher education on the part of
the Governor, who is making a
political football out of the city col-
leges. The intent is clear, in the
spring there will be a tuition in-
crease.”

The supplemental budget fo-
cused on increasing interest rates
on credit agreements amd made
no mention of additional funding
of a Law School.

Sources within the Univer-
sity administration said that the
only way a tuition increase could
be avoided would be for extra
funding to be added to the Gover-
nors’s executive budget which
would be submitted after the Jan-
nary 1 innauguration and defin-
ately before the first of February.

Since Mayor Koch, last year,
called for a 19% increase across
the board for the community col-
leges, and it is rumored from good
sources within SUNY that a tui-
tion increase is in the works for
state schools, CUNY senior col-
leges also can probably expect a
tuition increase sometime in the
spring semester.

The story deals with some
familiar themes like love, jeal-
ousy, betrayal and revenge.

This dance opera is an am-
bitious attempt by Ms. Erdmante
translate a very involved Hawiian
folktale into dance; an attempt,
however, that fails ina vital area,
choreography. .

Shine added that there should
be “universal accountability” on
the part of both student and school
Presidents.

On the possibility of a tuition
increase, Shine said he believes
that SUNY Chancellor Wharton
favored one for the state colleges
and believed there would be no aid
for CUNY Community Colleges in
the New York State Supplemental
Budget. He said such a combina-
tion ‘would inevitably mean that
CUNY also would be stuck with a
tuition increase.

Shine closed his remarks by
reiterattng that the seeming ability
of college presidents to forbid im-
‘plementing the decisons of student
referendums was clearly a form of
“taxation without representation”
and hence illegal.

_When I was asked by the re-
porter why, when so many other
people are driven out through har-
rassment, 1 was able to not be de-
feated, I explained that it was be-
cause I was political. Armed with
an understanding of why I was be-
ing persecuted, I was also able to
understand how to standup to it
and thus begin to fight it. With this
knowledge I was determined not to
allow them to beat me down.

Without this knowledge the
working class will suffer more and
more setbacks. Peoples lives will
be ruined through unemployment,
inflation, ete., with no means of de-
fending themselves. If the working
class is riot to be beaten back as it
was in Germany in the 1930s and if -
fascism and war is not to be our lot,
what must be organized is a strong,
militant and communist working
class challenging the capitalists’
right to rule and eventually the
elimination of the capitalists al-
together.

In fact, all the swimmers are focusing:
their attention on the final meet of the year
and expect most of the season to go rather
well. It is almost taken for granted that the
Beavers wil] repeat as CUNY champions,

Perhaps, one should expect that en-
thusiasm from a team that works out for
two hours daily starting at 6 a. m. (Satur-
days the swimmers can sleep ‘late’ and
arer’t due until 7:30.) Despite the difficulty
in getting up-so early the team feels that
this is the only practical time for everyone
to get together.

Co-captain Tony Witkowsky .echoed
the thoughts of many when he said “we
have one of the best teams in CCNY
history.” Co-captain Jese P. Ramirez. ex-
pects that the team will go undefeated.

These high hopes seem to have a solid
foundation. Rodriguez expects that the
veterans on the team will form a strong
nucleus and give the depth needed to de-
feat some of the tough opponents in the
conference. Returning veterans from last
year’s Met Championships include: sprint-
ers Ben Rozenblat and Ed Browne, but-
terfliers Co-captain Jose Nieves, J. P,
Ramirez, and Robert Scull, breaststrokers.
Steve Bonano and Brian Tyler, back-
stroker Witkowsky, and freestyler John
Snee. These swimmers combined to win
one relay and 10 medals in last year’s 20th
Cuny Championships. It was the first time
in the history of the tournament that City
had won, and left the team with high hopes *
forthe current year.

Newcomers Jose R. Paulino, Demingo
Taveras, and Pablo Valedon, are all exper-
ienced high school swimmers expected to
make valuable contributions. A big sur-
prise this year is freshman Jimmy Drak-
opaoulos who is “developing into a fine
prospect.” Drakopoulos, who never swam
at Kennedy High School, is already chal-
lenging the faster members of the team in
workout,

Jim Sinocchi, in his second year as As-

sistant Coach, warns against too much op-
timism. “We have a good crew with a lot of
potential, but they must work harder to
realize their potential.” Nothing, perhaps,
seems to threaten the teams goals as much
this year as not working up to their po-

_tential.

The Beavers cancelled their participa-
tion in this year’s Relay Carnival, sche-
duled for last Saturday, because the
coaches and captains felt that the team was
not working hard enough to deserve to
swim in the meet. Although many swim-
mers have been sble to meet the heavy
demands of early practices, it was felt that
tlﬁe entire team must participate or none at
all.

Diving Cpach, Nick West, is also en-
thusiastic about the npecoming season. The
divers, Jesus Sanchez and DaNilo Cruz,
have improved over the summer and are
expected to be able to replace the loss of
last year’s number one diver.

The team eagerly anticipates a trip to
Puerto Rico during Christmas where they
will swim up to sevenmiles aday inthe Pan
American pool. This will be the third time
that the team is making this trip which the
swimmers pay for by themselves. Sinoechi
calls it a “unique experience,” because the
team really gets to know each other while
tratning nd studying together.

Asan NCAA Division [1I school, City

.cannot lure swimmers with scholarships.

However, with a growing reputation many
swimmers have turned to City to continue
both their edueations and swimming ca-
reers. Other swimmers join the team with
little experience and are developed by
Rodriguez to become accomplished swim--
mers. Rodriguez hoeps that a number of
swimmers will qualiy for this years
NCAA championships in Ohio.

The swimming team will open the sea-
son on Saturday, December 6, at Marist
College ina meet against both the host and
