~A group of ex-GI's, most of
whom returned to the College
this semester, have banded. to-
gether to form a veterans house
plan,

With a present members}up of
20, the new -group has been dub-
bed Hunt Veterans and is com-
posed of ex-servicemen regardless
of their graduating class.
