We learned all this during the m~
mentous strike last month —aow is the
time to put our knowledze into practice
and ftinish the job. This is the tight for
true student demociacy: ending iimcrow
educational practices. tighting for the
economic interests of the students and
detending academic treedom wilt guar-
rights may never
again be violated.

That's why the Students’ Rights Coali-
tion is presenting this program for de-
mocracy and econoniic security. Here are
the issues and here is the way to secure
these rights:

petitions asking for a public trial. Thix s the kind ot action
that is needed — not by five or sic individuals, but by the
entire student body mqmu-ul by Student Covucil.

“The fight is no longer simply over two bigoted teachers

. — it has expanded until now it represents to the nation and
the world the fight against racist ideologies in America's

colleges and universities.

The candidates of the Students’ Rights Coalition. have
worked to round up necessary community support. SRC
-members organized a street-corner petition campaign on
Broadway two weeks ago. and were amazed to find that
ordinary New: York citizens were weaiting on line to sign the

The Charter of the City College says
nothing whatever about women being ex-
cluded from Liberal Arts or any other
place. and members of the BHE have ad-
mitted that there is no adequate defense
for the exclusion policy.

All the candidates have expressed their
willingness to end the discrimination

.against women in Liberal Arts, but only
SRC members have done anything to
achieve this end. We have contacted law-
vers who are willing to work, in coopera-
tion with a strcng Student Council. to
carry the case to the coarts until we win.

This sort of activity can and will be suc--

cessful.

Some Positive Suggestions

We have some specific proposals to make
that would help carry Jut the ideals of
equality that everybody seems to favor.
We stggest:

1} A campaign to stop the use of vieicus’

and slanderous texts that carry libels
of the Negro people and other minority
groups in the United States (books
such as Hicks' “American Nation™').
We learned long ago that each minority
group has a distinct and unique con-
tribution to make to American life:
it’s time to end, the shameful lies that
are being perpetuated by our own
textbooks.

2) The establishment of a Ccllege cul-
. tural program revolving around the
contributions of the Negro people and
other minority groups to American
life. In this econtext, we think that a
College Negro History week and the
expansion of the solitary Negro His-
tory course could demonstrate to the
students and the community the rich-
ness of the cuitural heritage that is
theirs for the asking. Because of the
economic pc:ition of Negro students.
-we ask that special scholarshipz be
granted to them.

3) A conscious attempt by all groups on
campus to breuk down the subtle anti-
Negro discrimination that still exists.
By this we mean the encouragement of
Negro students to take positions of
leadership in politicai, sociai and de-
partmental argamzanom. By thi: we
means the elimination of the attitude

Women in Liberal Arts

Not only is the exclusion of women from the college of
Liberal Arts an undemocratic volicy in that it prevents a

specific group of qualified citizens from the benefits of Iree

that prevents most election slates from
nominating Negro students to leading
posts. By this we mean ending the
state of mind that leads to a voluntary

Negro “ghetto” in one corner of the

cafeteria.
Economic Needs
“Civilian” Bill of Rights

We would like tc see legislation similar
to the GI Bill passed for non-vets who find
it difficult to attend college because of the
high fees and necessary living expenses.
A “Civilian” Bill to grant approximately

300,000 Federal scholarships to the na- -

tivi:’s students would. we believe, go far
towards helping America’s young people
get the higher education that they need
and want.

Lending Books

For a Coilege that is supposed to be
free, the $30-40 per term that students
must pay for books is outrageous. We
demand that the lending-library system
for text-books be reinstituted; if neces-
sary, a nominal term fee for the service
should be charged. Engineers especially
feel the pinch in their wallets every regis-
tration when they have to buy fantastical-

ly high-priced texts for omly one term.

Lower Fees
It seems that evervwhere vou turn at
registration, somebody comes up and tells
vou that another fee has to be paid. Labs,
library. breakage insurance, non-matric
courses, athletic insurance and all the rest
add up to a hefty lump of cash. SRC is
in favor of having all these fees inclrded
in the College budget, 30 that the burden
is taken off the ones who can least afford
to carry it — the students.

The College Budget

And. speaking of the budget — the Siu-
dents’ Rights Coalition consislers this ques-
tion to be of prime importance. We
propose to make the fight for maintsining
and increasing the College allotment an
every-day fight. one that is attacked by
Council and the other student: with all
the vigor that went into the Davis-

- Knickerbocker afTair.

higher education, it is also a stupid procedure. No vne gains:
on the contrary, an unnecessary burden is put on the School
of Bducation and on the women who have to take extra,
unwanted courses in that school.

The budget con-
cerns what is perhaps the most basic
student right: that of getting the barest
essentials of an education. We pledge to
handle the campaign with this approach
all term long.

The Placement Bureau

This is an outfit that is so restricted that
it recently had to borrow the stamps io
send out a mailing. SRC proposes that
the Burcau be reorganized, given addi-
tional appropriations. and converted- into
an agency that goes out leoking for jous
for College students, instead of sitting
around woaitiny for them to come to-us.

These are only two of the points

~in the Students’ Rights Coalition’s

program. Space and financial limita-
tions prevent us from giving the rest
of it in detail, but here is a brief

summary of what we are calling for:

1) The “extension of academic freedom;
the elimination of discriminatory hir-
ing practices; the repeal of the Dewey-
Feinberg Rill; the defeat of reprisals

against strikers; the el’mination of cen-
sorship; the re-instatement of Dr. Lee
Lorch.

2) Improvement of the relations between
American students and those of the
rest of the world by immediate affilia-
tion with the 34-nation. 3-million
strong International Union of Stu-
dent=x.

3) Complete direct election of the Student
Council; establishment of a separate
Club Council; equal student represen-
tation on the Student Faculty -Com-
mittee on Student Affairs.
