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Freedom of the Press

A joke appearing in the last issue of Mercury seems to
have attracted more than the routine amount of interest. It
has been labelled a ‘“malicious jibe at Catholic belief,” “an
anti-Catholic joke” and a violation of “good taste.” It has
been attacked by the Newman Club, defended by the editors
of Mercury and condemned, finally, by Pres. Gallagher.

But we are not concerned with the moral worth of the
Joke. As we have often stated in our editorial columns, what
is “poor taste” depends upon who does the tasting. And if
the joke proved offensive to some people, who can prove
them wrong?

What we are concerned with, however, is Dr. Gallagher’s
answer to an official protest lodged with him by the Rever-
end William J. Mulloy, counsellor to Catholic students at the
College. The President bitterly condemned the humor maga-
zine, perhaps more vehemently than we would have criticized
it. But he.added a new, fresh note into the argument which
we consider significant.

“Unfortunately,” the president said, ““I cannot guarantee
that there will be no recurrence of this type of offense. At
this public College we must adhere strictly to the principles
of freedom of speech and of the press. Freedom to be offen-
sive (subject to legal redress) is inherent in the system of

freedom under which we live. And freedom to criticize and|

object is equally inherent. The cure for abuse of freedom lies
not in curbing it but in exercising it—the public critic is the
controller of him who offends the public’s sense of decency
and good taste.” '

There is nothing we can add to this statement. We can
only say that we on OP have been hoping for some time to
see this kind of tolerance, this acceptance of democratic
principles on the part of a College administrator: To hear
these words from the President of the College, applied to
College affairs, is encouraging indeed.

For some time now, OP has been fighting to achieve this
kind of freedom for publications at City College. By his

. laudable action, Dr. Gallagher has shown that he intends to
practice what he has so often preached. We salute him for it.

Portrait of a Fighter

On Monday night. at a special ceremony, the College re-
ceived a portrait of Felix S. Cohen. Dr. Cohen, an alumnus
of City College. was a talented attorney, an eminent philoso-
pher, a noted author and a gifted instructor.

But he was more than these things. Primarily, Felix
Cohen was a fighter and his desire to see Jjustice done set
the pattern of his life. Even in his undergraduate days, Felix
Cohen showed a willingness to make his personal interests
subservient to what he felt was the good of his fellow men.
and he carried this fightiing philosophy into his later life.

We are pleased that the Felix S. Cohen Memorial Fund
bas seen fit to donate a portrait of Dr. Cohen to the College.

Mercury’s latest “breach of
good taste” was significant, He
wrote, because ‘it carried Mer-
cury’s vulgarity into the field of
anti-Catholicism” and further
because ‘“‘none of persons” re-
sponsible for its contents realized
the joke could be offensive to a
religious group. Under those cir-
cumstances, he asserted, the pub-
lic has the responsibility to let
Mercury know it has brought
discredii on itself.

Professor Coleman O. Par-
sons (English), the magazine’s
faculty advisor, was also criti-
cized in the Reverend's letter.
He accused the professor of be-
ing responsible for the joke’s ap-
pearance, since it “must have
come to his attention before go-
ing to print.”

Parsons answered the charge,
asserting that both he and Pro-
fessor - William Levy (English),
Baruch Center advisor to Mer-
cury and an Angelican Minister,
had seen the joke in question
prior to its publication. They had
not, he said, considered it con-
trary to any religious beliefs.
The point of the story was Tather,
‘he said, that the doctor was sub-
tly insinuating the young lady

that in the future “double care
would be taken in scrutinizing
any jokes of a religious nature.”

The continuance of debate over
the joke after the Mercury staff
and faculty advisor had apolo-
gized, Parsons declared, com-
prises an “undue exercise of
censorship pressure.”

“liberals” soon got their licks in by changing the organization to the
Unitred Clubs Against Totalitarianism (UCAT), and voting down a
proposal thatwould have recognized Communism as the main threat
to the free world. PLUS was then formed by another group of “lib-
erals,” who perhaps dislike the thought of even associating with
conservatives.

There is a great deal of inherent wrong with the adherents to,
and Socialistic philosophy of, “liberalism,” the view that Predomin-
ates here at the College. A “liberal” is a person who advocates, in
my opinion, moving from free enterprise, sideways to Socialism.
Thanks to some peculiar mental juggling of facts, he calls this pro-
cess “moving forward.” The "liberal” wants to fight Communism
by imifating it. This isn‘t fighting it's akin to conceding defezt.

Socialism isn’t a smear term, but a definition of a sociely with-
out incentive, without the stress on the individual and his right to
succeed or fail-in business and life. The New Deal-Fair Deal spelled
a trend toward Socialism. We can see the trend more clearly when
we look at (TVA) Tennessee Valley Authority, public housing and
farm parity prices. These “projects” by the federal government have
opened the way for more efforts to subordinate the individual by
raising the Washington bureaucracy to Big Brother status.

The College “liberal” is a frightened person. His heroes. men
like Franklin D. Roosevelt and Harry 'S. Truman, have poor records
as regards fighting the internal Communist threat. Political pressure
demands that the “liberal” must go on record against Communism.
He must also deferid his past. and he does so by mouthing such
fuzzy terms ‘as ‘“civil liberties,” “witch hun: Al "reactionaryf‘ and
"fascist.” These are bogeymen-—noihing more. .

“Liberals”_ at City College stoutly defend the Communist’s right
to “free speech” and a “fair trial.” Senator Joseph R. McCarthy (R.-
Wis.) was given a “kangaroo court” hearing by the Watkins Commit-
tee. The “liberals” cheered and virtually called for McCarthy’s lynch-
ing. McCarthy has ddne wrong, but do “liberals” feel that two
wrongs cancel each other out? No “liberals” were noticed protesting
the hearing, if it may be termed one, that the senator got. The “lib-
erals” were-attacked by McCarthy and that’s not nice. My, what
short memories. .

The “liberal” must change if he is to have a place in govern-
ment, consistent with the American way of life. He must recognize
the right of our government to defend itself, by strong action, against
the Russian fifth column called Communism. He must realize that
the individual is of paramount importance in our free society. If he
advocates progress through free enterprise, then, perhaps we can
call him a liberal without the quotation marks, :
