Compulsory membership lists without safeguards will remain in effect for at least one year, while "advisors" from 

outside the College evaluate the "local controversy." The compulsory lists motion, the original recommendation of the 
General Faculty Committee on Student Activities (GFCSA), was passed by the General Faculty Friday by a substan-

Dean Jaimes S. Peace (Student 
Life) introduced the motion to 
give President Buell G. Gallagher

personnel." This motion was 
unanimously passed by the body. 

President Gallagher s-â d that 
he would seek the advice of three 
experts who are "not involved 
in our local controversy. I will 
canvass the field," he continued, 
"and try to get a committee bal­
anced as to professional back­
ground and vocational experi­
ence." . 

The three people chosen for the 
committee will be men experi­
enced in the fields otf student 
records, personnel administration 
and higher education. The time 
needed for the committee to re­
port to the General Faculty, the 
President said, will depend on 
those chosen and how much time 
they have to devote to this work. 

The adopted resolution requires 
that each campus group sulbmit 
at registration a "Student Organ­
ization Form" and signed mem­
bership cards" for each memiber 
of the club to the- Department 
of Student Life (DSL). The reso­
lution also requires similar cards 
for students Who become mem­
bers after registration and sign­
ed letters of resignation from 
those who resign prior to the 
end of the semester. 

These membership cards and 
any signed letters of resignation 
will become a part of each stu­

dent's permanent record in the 
office of Student LMe at the end 
of the term. 

This resolution was adopted by 
the GFCSA last May. 

An amendment to the resolu­
tion requiring the information to 
be "safeguarded in strict accord­
ance with city, state, and fed­
eral statutes" was also adopted 
by the General Faculty.

of a democratic society. They desired only to impose their 
will, in order to achieve their goal: to force off campus the 
organizations that are too liberal, or too leftist for the 
administrators. 

This goal, the true underlying reason for membership 
lists, is not mentioned in public. It is not brought up for dis­
cussion at meetings. Instead we are offered platitudes about 
College records and fee allocations. Old, stale corpses are 
propped up to look important as we are reminded again of 
the "runaway situations that have developed" when we had 
"unbridled freedoms." "A student strike, a sit-down strike, 
students consorting with gamblers, student bribe taking, 
jail sentences, obscenity in student newspapers, and student 
suspensions . . . were the result of what appears to have 
been a completely hands off policy." 

The fact that none of the situations cited have any­
thing at all to do with membership lists, one way or the 
other, is apparently immaterial to the gentlemen of the com­
mittee. 

They further expound their brilliant logic by stating 
that unless the College is known to have complete records 
of extra-curricular activities, "potential employers and gov­
ernment agencies will accept the possibility that any or all 
of the College population are members of such [undesirable] 
organizations." 

In this statement, and in the rest of their insidious 
report, the committee accepts the rigfht of individuals or in-
vesigators to pry into the personal beliefs of students, and 
implies that the accused must prove himself innocent, rather 
than putting the burden of proof on the accuser. 

They acknowledge the unfortunate temper of the times, 
but disregard it where the future of the students may be 
impaired. 

They totally disregard an academic climate of free in­
quiry and investigation into other ways of thought. 

They advocate greater faculty control in extra-curricu­
lar activities, but at the same time espouse a belief in teach­
ing students "greater responsibility." 

The fine words and phrases are merely fronts—the real 
purpose was too dishonorable to state openly. And to top 
off everything else, they had the gall to say that this situa-
lion would be for one year while outside "experts" are called 
in to analyze the matter. 

Outside experts like the American Civil Liberties Union 
and leading educators throughout the nation, have already 
denounced membership lists many times. It is significant to 
note that the most highly respected educational institutions 
in America, such as Harvard, Yale, Columbia, and many 
others, will have no part of membership lists. 

Furthermore, if the committee was sincere in wanting 
more time fully to investigate the problem, they could just 
as easily have decided on having safeguards, as not. But 
we doubt their sincerity, and we begin to doubt their in­
tegrity. Only a few, notably Professor Mark, Brunswick 
and Professor Robert Bierstedt have earned our respect. 

Membership lists are a fact at City College, and there 
is very little that the lowly student body can do about them. 
It would have been nice to have been able to think of our 
Alma Mater as a citadel of democracy, and a leader in the 
fight for civil liberties. Now our feelings are not of pride, 
but of disgust.
