‘Sultry summer breezes may no
longer blow through Cechen Lib-
rary if plans of the Board of
Higher Education are approved.
Its budget request for ~LA06-6T
lists ‘$637,000 to install air-condi-
tioning in the library.

I am in favor of mandated
free tuition.

Since 1847 when the people of

‘New York City overwhelmingly

approved creation of a free acad-

emy for ‘higher education free
tuition has been a part of high-
er education in the city colleges.
It must remain a part of our
svstem. Scholastic aptitude, per-
formance and motivation, not
economic status, should deter-

mine who has the advantage of
study at the City University. I
am, therefore, in favor of man-
dated free tuition.

There is a serious shortage of
college seats in the City Univer-
sity—in both the senior colleges
and community colleges. This
shortage has resulted in serious
overcrowding and artifically high
admission standards for the sen-
ior colleges.

Expansion Necessary

We must dramatically expand
our City University. Our goal is
to provide at least two vears of
free post-high school education
for every student and a full four
vear college curriculum for all
who will benefit from it.

While we must rapidly expand
hoth community and senior col-
leges, we must be very careful
not to undermine their high qual-
ity of scholarship, or lower their
standards.

Several steps to achieve -these
goals are necessary. The senior
colleges must be expanded so
that their entrance requirements
are realistic.
